５ About "School Care"

spend time after school. 
 
６ Things to keep in mind 

(1) Please wear a mask as much as possible when you go to school. If you can't get a mask, 

please contact your school. 
(2) If you have symptoms of a fever or other cold, please rest at home (stopattending).  
(3) If the student himself offers a bad feeling after going to school and has symptoms of a cold, 

the school will contact you, so please pick us up. (Rest at home until you have no

(4) Even after the school is reopened, if you suspect infection with your child or your family, 

please contact the school immediately. 
(5) Please refrain from unnecessary and unnecessary outings as much as possible in the future. 
(6) If you are not going to school for your convenience, please consult with the school in 

advance.
